Matt is currently in the final stages of a D.M.A. degree at The University of Arizona under the guidance of Professor Thomas Patterson, and receives further instruction from Artists-in-Residence David Russell, Sergio Assad, and Odair Assad.

Matt has had the honor of studying in master classes with world-renowned artists, including Pepe Romero, David Tanenbaum, Andrew York, Lorenzo Micheli, Scott Tennant, Denis Azabagic, David Starobin, Roland Dyens, and Aniello Desiderio, among others. 

In demand as a performer and teacher, Matt Palmer has performed and lectured at numerous guitar festivals including The Las Vegas Guitar Festival, Tennessee Guitar Festival, Interlochen Guitar Festival, WIU Guitar Festival, Tucson International Guitar Festival, Appalachian Guitarfest, and Texas A&M Guitar Symposium.
